EasyScan offers a lot of useful image 
editing tools such as auto-deskew for 
automatic deskewing of originals during 
or after scanning.

Descreening

Descreening removes dot patterns resul-
ting from offset printing as well as sepa-
rates lines from text information which 
enables you to change text elements in 
your scanned file.

Easyscan scans pretty much any kind of original in automatic mode without fuss with precise re-
sults. Just select the type of original e.g. “map” or “technical drawing”. The software automatically 
detects the size of the original and individually defines the scan parameters for each original. 
Of course, manually adjusting the automatic mode, scan parameters and/or the scan size is also 
possible.
 
EasyScan supports a large number of file formats, including all available subformats. As an example, 
you do not need the Adobe Acrobat software for saving into PDF-format since EasyScan writes PDF 
files directly. Or simply use the “scan-to-email” functionality and send the scanned file with a sing-
le mouse click.
 
Batch scanning a large number of the same type of original is optimized to the point. For this, just 
set the relevant scan parameters before the first scan and activate the automatic naming if needed. 
EasyScan will then automatically process as many scans as you have according to the defined para-
meters. You need not worry about creating or naming files anymore, which saves a lot of work and 
time.
 
Tremendous file compression rates and nearly unlimited file sizes are features to enhance the scan-
ning of extremely large and detailed originals. EasyScan works without needing huge amounts of 
main memory during scanning, since it scans directly to hard disk. You will profit from EasyScan’s 
highest scanning speeds, again saving time and money.

By 
using the user defined settings for sharpening and softening you may improve blurred or pixe-
lated images. Or you combine both features for processing maps or similar documents. Descreening 
removes dot patterns from offset printing as well as separates lines from text information which 
enables you to address text elements in your scanned file. Of course, joining the above mentioned 
features is also possible by defining your own user defined settings.
